For each activity identify the hazards that exist. For every hazard identified use the table below to assess the 
Likelihood/Consequence (L/C)* of that hazard occurring and the mitigation strategies you plan to use. A score of 1 is 
low, 4 is high.

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	Activity: Visiting Wheaton River Gardens
	Hazard: Negative interactions with Dogs and Cats
	Likelihood: 1
	Consequence: 2
	Mitigation: -Ask Sheila about her animals and how we should conduct ourselves around them
-Inform class about what to expect at the farm and ask if students have had previous negative interactions with cats and dogs
	Activity1: Visiting Wheaton River Gardens
	Hazard1: Negative interactions with animals (Chickens, Sheep, Llama, Geese, Horse)
	Likelihood1: 1
	Consequence1: 2-4
	Mitigation1: -Ask Sheila about her animals and how we should conduct ourselves around them
-Inform class about what to expect at the farm and ask if students have had previous negative interactions with these animals
	Activity2: Visiting Wheaton River Gardens
	Hazard2: Drowning/water injury in Wheaton River
	Likelihood2: 1
	Consequence2: 2-4
	Mitigation2: -River has low flows at this time of year
-Point out hazardous areas of the river to class and identify them as off-limits (cut-banks/sweepers/foot entrapment risks). 
-Identify locations to get water and wash. 
	Activity3: Visiting Wheaton River Gardens
	Hazard3: Injury from Farm Tools and Equipment
	Likelihood3: 1
	Consequence3: 3
	Mitigation3: -Ask Sheila to identify mechanical hazards on her farm and what to look out for
-Ensure students follow direction for what can be touched/not touched
-Maintain visual supervision of students throughout time at farm
	Activity4: Visiting Wheaton River Gardens
	Hazard4: Unknown Student Allergies
	Likelihood4: 1
	Consequence4: 2-4
	Mitigation4: -Anti-histamine and epinephrine readily available
-Farm is close to a road with truck support available if a student has a severe reaction
-Minimize touching and close contact with animals
	Activity5: Sauna
	Hazard5: Burns, overheating. 
	Likelihood5: 1
	Consequence5: 2-3
	Mitigation5: -Adults monitor feeding the wood stove
-Ensure everyone has water to drink
-Monitor students for dizzyness
-Limit time in the sauna
-Have breaks to cool down outside. 
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
